God Squad Ends Successful Season 

Chaplain Father Jarrod Lies 92 reported that the God Squad 2010 Team finished their season with a record 151 students participating. Thirty-one students were on the C team, attending less than one-half the time, 35 JV attended more than half the time, and 85 qualified for varsity by attending at least 27 of the 33 required days. Of these, 16 had perfect attendance. The events included meeting at 6:45 a.m. on the weekdays of Lent and 9 a.m. on Saturdays. Each day students pray Morning Prayer and to perform a rotation of spiritual exercises. Mondays were dedicated to ‘Ropes’ (Rosary), Tuesday to ‘Play Book’ (Scripture), Wednesday to ‘Scrimmage’ (Daily Mass), Thursday to ‘Huddles’ (Small Groups), Friday to ‘Laps and Lunges’ (Stations of the Cross) and Saturday to ‘Hall of Fame’ (Life of a Saint). Sunday is ‘Game Day.’ Special events for God Squad include a Seder Meal and an all-night vigil. Teachers Jose Gonzalez and David Graver assisted as coaches.

Journalism Students Excel at State! 
Bishop Carroll journalism had 19 state-qualifying entries – more than any other school – at the Class 5-6A journalism regional held on Feb. 25 at Wichita State University. It’s the fifth straight year that BC has led its region in state qualifiers.

“It was nice to see our effort pay off,” said Audrey Garrett, Flyer editor. “Everyone worked really hard, and I think it showed in the judging.” BCCHS maintained its tradition as one of the top programs in the state by finishing as runner-up in the Class 5A state contest on Saturday at Kansas University. It marks the fifth straight year that Bishop Carroll has finished in the top two and the 11th time in the past 13 years BC has been in the top 3. The contest is sponsored by the Kansas Scholastic Press Association. Senior Anna Gunther won an individual championship in Feature Writing. Junior Matt McKernan placed first in Academics Photography, and junior Anna Deines took third in Newspaper Design.

Honorable mention went to Chris Ruder (Ad Design), Maria Eck (Editorial Cartoon), Rebecca Hagan (Editorial Writing), Audrey Garrett (Headlines and Newspaper Design), and Ashleigh Lee (Sports Photography).

In addition, students were awarded a plaque at state in recognition of the school paper, the “Flyer,” being selected as an All-Kansas newspaper.

The Flyer received an All-Kansas rating – the highest possible ranking – from the Kansas Scholastic Press Association on Wednesday, April 21. The judges said, “Coverage is expansive, features are fresh and fun, the magazine has done a good job covering what the school deems significant, and the writing is superb.” It is the third time in the past four years that the “Flyer” has received All-Kansas. The judge described the writing in the paper as “superb,” and said that staff members do a fine job of reporting. “I thoroughly enjoyed reading the entire publication,” the judge said.

In addition, the judge praised the look of the paper’s covers and described the overall design as “clean.” Visuals in the paper are “extremely well-thought out and executed.”

Tom Seiler Teaching Academy Making Strides

 Eight Bishop Carroll seniors end their classes at lunch each day and then switch roles. They are the “guinea pigs” in the first year of Teaching Academy, spending afternoons as teachers’ aides in two Catholic middle schools, St. Patrick’s and St. Joseph’s.
“The goal of the program is to encourage students to be Catholic educators,” said Assistant Principal Alan Schuckman. “And many of the students also wanted to know if teaching was a real career possibility for them in the future.”

Senior Ashley Teeter was stationed at St. Patrick’s, where she rotated to a different classroom every month. She enrolled in the class because she was considering a career in education. “I was considering teaching but I have decided it’s not for me,” said Teeter. “It’s a lot of work. I have a new respect for teachers.”

Mr. Schuckman agrees. “The students have more appreciation for the teachers when they’re done. They find out there’s a lot more to teaching than lecturing.” Schuckman helped to organize the program, the first of its kind in the Wichita area.

 “We started from scratch and developed our own curriculum,” he said.

Students go to grade schools Monday through Thursday where they perform a variety of tasks, such as supervising recess, tutoring, grading homework, and, on occasion, instructing. 
On Fridays students take a Field Experience class at Newman University. They cover various topics like philosophy of education, diversity in the classroom, or teaching techniques. On occasion students write a paper, with a focus on classroom climates and their observations. They receive dual credit from both the university and Carroll. 

 “Another goal of the Teacher Academy was to introduce the students to members of the School of Education and administrators at Newman University,” said Newman’s Education Director Steve Dunn. Students certainly met a wide variety of educators, ranging from Newman administrators to new teachers who were still finishing their degrees. That’s not all students learn about.

 “The student-teachers learn to multi-task, especially in a small school where there is limited personnel,” said St. Patrick Principal Theresa Lam. “They learn to handle students age appropriately as they get to work with students from kindergarten to eighth grade - quite a wide age range.” 

In schools with limited resources, the program is beneficial for everyone. “The teachers are really grateful that we’re there,” said Teeter. “They treat us like teachers and try and include us.”

The kids are just as excited to have the student-teachers. “They’re so enthused and excited to see you,” said senior Rachel Wary. “They’re excited to get go to Carroll someday too.” 
For some students, getting too involved is a problem. “The hardest part is having to be the adult and not getting to be one of the kids,” said Wary. 

Schuckman considers the program a success. “It went better than I expected. You have to give credit to students. They were professional and handled a lot of responsibility.” Enough interest was spurred that enrollment has almost doubled for next semester; 15 students will participate in the program, which is one semester long and only available to seniors. Two additional grade schools will be included in the program next year. “I would recommend it to anyone. I would even do it again,” said senior Chelsea Cavalho. “You get to give back to the Catholic community.”

From the Director’s Chair

The 2009-2010 Annual Fund Drive continues through June, and these are our numbers as we go to press:

The Students participated in their own division with 968 of our 1114 students pledging $5,411 in gifts and copious prayers. This is a marvelous 87% participation rate,  and we continue to collect those pledges. So far, more 343 have fulfilled them. 

In our Parent Division, 431 of our 1,026 households have pledged at a 42% participation rate (down from last year’s 47%), and 365 have fulfilled those pledges. Although our goal is $350,000 again this year, we have received $321,000 in pledges as we go to press one month before our fiscal year-end. It is notable that 38% of our current parents are also contributing to Building The Tradition and 12% to the turf project.

Building The Tradition gifts continue to come in this third of five years. $8.3 million of $10.9 million pledged have been received.
