The 2011-12 Annual Fund Drive is officially underway and all members of our community have received a letter of invitation to participate.  So far, of our 1058 households, 174 (16.5%) have pledged or given gifts.  Even though we are a stewardship diocese, we are reminded that we can give 2% of our 10% tithe to charities other than our parishes.  Please consider BCCHS as one of those “others” like the United Way or the Red Cross.

 Our Parent Division Chairpersons Gerald & Judy Baalmann and Dennis & Janelle Brake Halstead ’78 extend a personal invitation to all parents to give a gift to the school – a gift that will benefit you and your students directly.
