Diocesan Attendance Policy 
Please review the full Diocesan Attendance Policy which went into effect last school year.  It is printed in its entirety in the Eagle Express and/or the Student/Parent Agenda book. When a high school student has missed more than ten sessions of any period in a semester, the school will withhold credit. There are students whose chronic health condition or other education need makes regular attendance difficult.  Such needs are to be substantiated in an Individual Health Plan (IHP) or Individual Learning Plan (ILP), and the attendance requirement may be adjusted accordingly. BCCHS asks parents to work closely with the school to develop IHPs and/or ILPs before the seventh absence when possible.
Diocesan Graduation Requirements 
High school students that do not pass required courses and/or do not meet standard on state or diocesan assessments must successfully complete a minimum of 30 hours of remediation before receiving diplomas and transcripts.  Remediation may include documented progress on an Individual Learning Plan, a minimum of 30 hours per course of after-school classes, summer school, Saturday school and/or mandatory remediation class the following semester.
Immunizations 

All students must have required immunization updates and new students must have an updated KCI to the school nurse before the first day of school. 

Parking

Please see the Eagle Express concerning parking passes. Seniors will receive first priority, but students will not be picking their personal spots. Parking is not first come, first served. 

Picture Day

Senior Picture Day is scheduled for Tuesday, August 9, from 8:00 a.m. – 11:00 a.m.
Seniors are required to dress up.  These pictures will be included in the yearbook and for display on the senior panel in the commons. Boys should be clean shaven. A shirt and tie is required. A sports coat is highly recommended. Dress pants or jeans may be worn. Girls should wear a dress blouse or dress with sleeves. Dress pants, skirts of appropriate length or jeans may be worn. If proper attire is not followed, the student’s picture will not be included on the wall panel or in the yearbook.  If seniors miss this date, they will be scheduled to take their pictures on Monday, August 22. 
Picture Day

Picture Day for 9th – 11th Graders is scheduled for Monday, August 22
Freshmen, sophomores and juniors will have their pictures taken on Monday, August 22. Students will NOT be required to wear school uniforms with the following stipulations: Students will NOT be allowed to wear T-shirts, short skirts (skirt length must be to the knees), capri pants, halter tops, tank tops, midriffs or shorts. Students may wear jeans (with no rips or holes), slacks, skirts, nice shirts or regular school attire for pictures. Boys need to be clean shaven.  This is a pride day for seniors.
Physicals           
All freshmen are required to have the four page KSHSAA physical and KSHSAA/BCCHS Concussion & Head Injury Information Release form on file with the athletic office before school begins. Any student enrolled in any physical education class, weights and/or those trying out for any sport, pom, cheer, powder puff, buff puff, color guard, and/or after school conditioning/weights must also have both the KSHSAA physical AND the KSHSAA/BCCHS CONCUSSION & HEAD INJURY INFORMATION RELEASE FORM on file before the class and tryouts begin. Both the KSHSAA physical form and Concussion form are available in the school office or online at www.bcchs.org.

PowerSchool Parent/Student Passwords

Parent/guardian access passwords and student passwords for PowerSchool will be picked up at registration. Parent/guardians will initial when they receive them. If  the parent/guardian is not available during registration, the PowerSchool access passwords may be picked up at the Parent Walk-Thru on August 25 or in the front office anytime. The fee for replacement passwords is $1.00.  
Registration Procedures
There is no advantage to coming early to registration. Historically, the slowest times are the last 30 minutes of the registration periods.

Registration for seniors will be held on Tuesday, August 9, from 9:00 a.m. – 11:00 a.m.  Senior pictures will be taken on August 9 from 8:00 a.m. – 11:00 a.m.  See above for more information.  Juniors will register from 1:00 p.m. – 3:00 p.m. on Tuesday, August 9. Sophomore registration is Wednesday, August 10, from 9:00 a.m. – 11:00 a.m.  Freshmen registration is Wednesday,  

August 10, from 1:00 p.m. – 3:00 p.m.  Parents of multiple students may register all of their students at one time. Please contact the school office by Friday, August 5, if you plan to register multiple students at one time. This way we will have all the paperwork ready for you. Evening registration will be held Tuesday, August 16, from 5:00 p.m.  – 7:00 p.m.  Registration will begin for all students in the front foyer of the school through door # 1. Students and parents need to turn in all forms before receiving class schedules. Please complete and correct all forms before you come to registration to expedite the process.  Pay particular attention to the pink demographic form as this form will be corrected at a computer work station in the library during registration. 
Various forms such as the Safe Homes Pledge, Sportsmanship Pledge, Race/Ethnicity Form and Permission to Publish Form are only signed once and remain into effect as long as a student is enrolled at BCCHS. If you want to make any changes to these forms, please see me.

Schedules

Students should check schedules carefully when they receive them to be sure there is a class for every hour (7 hours) for semester one and 7 for semester two. If there is a problem with your schedule, students will need to make an appointment in the Counseling Office located in the 100 hallway or by calling 729-5278. 
Student Council

Freshmen will learn about Student Council on August 17. Interested candidates will give speeches to the Student Council Executive Officers on Wednesday, August 24, at 7:00 a.m. in Room 111.  

Textbook Rental

Textbooks are checked out to students during the first few days of class. Students are required to return to the teacher the same textbooks checked out to them. Textbooks should be kept in good condition. Students should not highlight or write in or on the books unless instructed by the teacher.  The age and condition of books is carefully considered before charging students. Students are charged $25.00 for excessive writing on textbooks, $50.00 for damaged or lost textbooks and $25.00 or the actual cost, if cheaper, for damaged or lost soft cover textbooks. 
Uniform- Girls’ Daily 

Skirt – must be purchased from Parker and should not be shorter than the bottom of the knee. Waistbands must be buttoned, zipped and may not be rolled up. 
Blouse – should be tucked in (so waistband may be seen), plain white button-down, have no logos or lettering and have no more than two buttons opened at top. T-shirts and undershirts must be solid white with no writing or logos.

Shoes – brown, black or tan, leather or leather-like, non-athletic shoes must be worn. No canvas, frayed canvas, sandals, open heeled/toed shoes, clogs, slippers, moccasins, work boots or cowboy boots. If a shoe’s design was intended to be used for athletic purposes, it is an athletic shoe and not a dress shoe even if it meets the other criteria. If you have questions, please feel free to bring shoes in for approval before school starts. 

Hair – Girls may not have faddish haircuts or unusual hair coloring, which includes feathers. 

Earrings – Girls may wear no more than two earrings per ear. Earrings may be worn in ears only.
Uniform- Boys’ Daily
 

Pants – Only Parker pants are acceptable and must be free from rips, tattering, tears and stains. 

Shirts – should be tucked in (so belt and waistband may be seen), plain white button-down have no logos or lettering and have no more than two buttons opened at the top. T-shirts and undershirts must be solid white with no writing or logos.

Shoes – brown, black or tan, leather or leather-like, non-athletic shoes must be worn. No canvas, fayed canvas, sandals, open heeled/toed shoes, clogs, slippers, moccasins, work boots or cowboy boots. If a shoe’s design was intended to be used for athletic purposes, it is an athletic shoe and not a dress shoe even if it meets the other criteria. If you have questions, please feel free to bring shoes in for approval before school starts. 

Grooming – Hair should not extend below the bottom of the ear, to top of the collar or over the eyes. Side burns must be cut no longer than the bottom of the ear. No faddish haircuts are allowed i.e. mohawks, shapes/designs cut into the hair or unusual hair coloring. Boys should be clean-shaven and may not wear earrings. All boys must have hair within dress code requirements to begin (and throughout) the school year.
